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The South Travancore Hindu College Association, with temple trusts and individuals as 

shareholders was registered as a company on 9th January 1952 with a view to promoting the cause of 

higher education in South Travancore, now known as Kanyakumari District. Started on a modest scale 

as an Intermediate College in 1952, the College rapidly grew into a degree College in 1955, and a 

Postgraduate College in 1956. The College is affiliated to Manonmaniam Sundaranar University. 

Presently, S. T. Hindu College Nagercoil has grown into a centre for learning, offering Ph.D.

5. The eligibility criteria for admission to P.G. Science courses is 40% and above marks in part III 

subjects for Scheduled Castes and Tribes and 45% and above for other communities.

of publication of the result of the Higher Secondary /M.S. University degree examinations. The 

registration slip should be produced for all enquiries regarding application. 

5. Students will have to appear with their parents / guardians before the Principal on the date and 

time of counselling mentioned in college website. They must produce all original documents at 

the time of interview. 

6. If the selection is confirmed, the prescribed fees must be paid immediately after the interview, 

failing which the candidate will lose the seat. Students belonging to Scheduled Castes / Tribes, 

M.B.C. and Denotified Communities need not remit tuition fee and special fee at the time of 

admission, provided they produce the relevant certificate. Their fees will be deducted from the 

scholarship.
